RESOLUTION BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF PASCO
COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING PASCO COUNTY RESOLUTION NO. 96-
97, WHICH APPROVED THE ABANDONMENT OF THE LAKES
DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT

WHEREAS, pursuant to Pasco County Resolution No. 81-64, Pasco
County enacted the original development order for The Lakes DRI
which authorized the construction of single-family units, multi-
family units, and general commercial development; and,

WHEREAS, on January 9, 1996, the Board of County Commissioners
approved a Resolution abandoning The Lakes Development of Regional
Impact subject to certain specified conditions for future
development; and,

WHEREAS, the conditions approved in conjunction with the
abandonment provided that the maximum number of residential units
approved would not exceed 130 multi-family units and the maximum
gross leasable area for commercial development would not exceed
27,279 square feet for any remaining development within the
project; and,

WHEREAS, the amendment contained no "“trade-off" or conversion
mechanism whereby the developer would be allowed to reduce the
amount of commercial development available and increase residential
densities provided none of the development exceeded 80% of any
applicable DRI thresholds; and,

WHEREAS, the developer has filed its request to have the
abandonment resolution amended in order to provide for an
appropriate trade-off mechanism whereby the remaining authorized
commercial development may be reduced to allow for an increase in
residential wunits without exceeding 80% of any applicable
thresholds for developments of regional impact; and,

WHEREAS, the Development Review staff has reviewed the
developer’s request and in response thereto has formulated an
appropriate trade-off mechanism to allow for the reduction of
commercial development and the increase in multi-family units upon

the request of the developer.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County
Commissioners of Pasco County, Florida, in regular session duly
assembled, the said board hereby amends Exhibit "A", Conditions of
Approval for Abandonment, Pasco County Resolution No. 96-97 to add
an additional condition which shall read as follows:

8. The Developer, upon written request to the County,

may reduce the remaining allowable commercial development

and increase residential densities at a ratio of one (1)

additional multi-family unit for each 56.25 gross square

feet leasable area reduction in available commercial

development provided that no trade-off hereunder shall

result in any future development exceeding 80% of any

applicable threshold for developments of regional impact.

Water supply for The Lakes Development will be provided
by the Holiday Lakes Water System, Inc. which will own
and maintain the private utility supply systea.
Correspondence from the Holiday Lakes Water System,
Inc., which receives water from the Pasco Water
Authority, Inc. indicates that it has adequate capacity
to serve The Lakes Development.

The O0.J. Harvey Well is the only production well field on
the site of The Lakes developmeni. The well was
previously used as a source of water for irrigation for
the surrounding citrus groves. The maximum production
capacity of the well is estimated at 725 gallons per
minute. There are no plans for using the 0.J. Harvey

Well as a source of water for The Lakes development.

Conditions

None .

2. Water Quality

Findings
Two land-locked lakes (Lake Lorraine, 9.8 acres, and

Lake "G", 1.9 acrcs) are presently found on the site of
The Lakes development. No surface water bodies abut

the site. Lake Lorraine and Lake "G" are part of the
stornwater drainage/retention system which will serve
The Lakes development and are hydraulically linked to
Lake Christina in the adjacent Regency Park developments.

Lake Lorraine and Lake "G" were found to penetrate Lhe

water table and are filled by ground water. Both lakes

appear to be rich in oxygen and have excellent water

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quality., The site »f The Lakes Development is not an
{mportant recharge irea; however, some local aquifer
recharge via the stormmvater retention lakes can be
expected. It was noted during the site inspection
and also by Pasco County that there is fugitive

dust coming from the clearing operations and is
entering the water holies,

Conditions

The soils found witliin The Lakes development are
predominantly urban soils, with an association of
Narcoossee, Candler, and Adamsville fine sands.

These soils are chsracterized by slight to moderate
limitations for structures and a permeability rate of
six to twenty inches per hour. Drainage
charscteristics range froa poor to excessively
drained. The limitutions imposed by these soils will
be overcome by grading and filling the sight as well
as the construction of retention ponds and storm
sewers, Wind and water erosion will be minimized
during construction by such methods as grassing,
wetting, and soil binding. Once comstruction is
completed, the land surface will be covered by
dwellings, paved surfaces, lawns, environmentel

vegetation, and stormwater retention basins.

Conditions

None.

Wetlands and Flood Plains

Findings
No wetland areas exist on the development site.
Several low-lying areas which did sppear on the

topographic map were not water filled. As refer-

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enced in the ADA, these depressions were, however,
taken into considerstion in the location of scorm-
water retention areas.

The Lakes development does not lie within the
100-vear flood-prone srea. The possibility of
flooding caused by topography, and the increased
surface runoff dus to development, have been
adequately considered in the construction of
retention ponds and storwm sewers which are
capsble of handling the runoff which may occur

from & 25-year storm.

5. Air Quality
Findings

Automobile exhaust emissions and -hoft-tern
fugitive dust associated with construction will
be the only significant source of air pollution
from The Lakes. Less significant air pollution
will result from use of insecticides and fire-
places. No complex source permit will be
required pursuant to Chapter 17-2.04, Rules of
the Department of Environmental Regulation, as
referenced jn the ADA. Since The Lakas
development, as propcsed, should not significantly
degrade air quality, no measures will be taken
to reduce emissions.

Drainage

Pindings
The primary drainage system for The Lakes

development consiscs of & series of lakes connected

by large storm sewers. The system is designed tQ
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temporarily store excess storm waters st controlled
depths and limit out all discharge rates to values
that would not create problems downstresm. Except
for the southern tip of The Lakes development, the
site was divided into four catchment basins. Btorm

waters of each hasin would be drained into

respective lakes; the lakes in turn are inter-

connected by storm sewers for discharge into an
existing 54" and 60" diameter storm sewer that
conveys the flood flows through Unit 10 at
Regency Park into Lake Christina. Lake Christine
is an 80-acre primary lake facility designed to
raceive "The Lakes" storm flows, as well as the
flows from the Embassy Hills - Regency Park
development. Lake Christina discharges into the

Jasuine Lakes Canal and hence to the Gulf of Mexico.

Pasco County requires that a two-ysar maintenance
bond be posted on all streets, storm sewers, storm
water inlets, etc., At the end ot this two-year
period, the developer is required to make any
necessary repairs, and then the County places

said improvements on its maintenance list. This
is accomplished by action of the Board of County
Commissioners upon recosmendation of the

County Engineer.

The wmaintenance of lekes varies depemding on the
size and thes individual circumstances. Swall
lakes of up to approximately five acres are
generally included within the adjoining private
property (lots) within the County requiring a
drainage easement on each lot within the lake
area. All of the lakes within The Lakes
development will be included within the

adjoining lots with the exception of Lake Lorraine.
It encompasses approximately 10 acres, which makes

it impracticel to include all of the area in ihc }
ORIIMPE 0125
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adjoining lots. Therefore, the bordering 50' of Lake
Lorraine is included in the adjoining lots and the
center is dedicated to the County., It is
anticipated that this center portion of the lake
will not require maintenance since the depth is
sufficient to discourage aquatic plants of the

type normally found along the edges of the lake

where a high degree of maintenanc€ is required.

Analysis of the ADA and supplemental information
including a comparison with lakes in the area
that have been constructed in the same manner and
have been in existence since 1972, permits the

Wastewater

Findings
The Lakes is being served by the Holiday Lakes
Water System treatment plant. This plant is
presently operating under DER permit which
authorizes an average daily flow of 2.0 million
gallons per day. The present average flow is
0.95 million gallons per day. The Lakes
development has been permitted for approximately
1,322 equivalent residential connections.
Correspondence proviled by Pasco County indicates
that Holiday Lakes Water System is unable to
treat the totzl amount of effluent to be

generated by this development utilizing its

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present percolation pond facilities and has
requested an exemption from DER regulations to
include an alternate discharge into FDER
Class 111 Waters, at a point sdjacent to an
environmental center of the Pasco County School
System., However, a letter from DER dated
November 5, 1980, ststes that the route of
the proposed discharge pipe has been altered
and that a "letter of neutrality" has been
received from the District School Board of
Pasco County. DER further states that the
Department is satisfied with the wmethod and
quality of the wastewater treatment at the
Holiday Lakes Water System, Inc., including
the expanded percolation pond; and that
The Lakes subdivision has been approved and
permitted for approximately 1,322 connections.
However, it should be noted that the ADA
references the total residential units proposed
for this development to be 1,621. Therefore,
building permits should not be issued for the
approximately 300 units above those currently
permitted by DER, until assurances are
provided that additional wastewater treatment
capacity has received DER approval.

Conditions
Assurance shall be provided to Pasco County
that DER-approved wastewater treatment facilities
are on line to accommodate any additional
connections over the 1;322 currently approved

Solid Waste

Findings
The collection of solid waste generatcd by the
proposed Lakes developwent will be disposed at &
County-operated lsndfill facility located rn
thge Road., Pasco County has made application to
the Florida Department of Environmental Regulation
to acquire a permit for expanding the Ridge Rosad
Landfill to include a 10-acre site which lies
adjacent to the extsting landfill. This expansion
would increase the capacity of the landfill by
approximately 126,900 cublc yards sufficient to
accommodate The Lskes.

Energy

Findings
Energy needs for the proposed Lakes devciopnnnt

will be met by the Withlacoochee River Electric
Cooperative, Inc. The total average daily
demand projected for The Lakes is 59,520 kwh.
The ADA acknowledges the energy crisis and notes
that exterior sidewall insulation, ceiling
insulation, common wall insulation between
conditioned space anu garage, caulkiag and
sealing of all crevice type openings to the
conditioned spaces, and energy conserving
mechanical systems are included in Minieri
Communities Design Package. Additional
optional energy efficient ideas can be
incorporated into home designs. These
additional features will add spproximately
5.5% to the initial cost of the dwelling

unit, but it is projected that the consumcr
can realize a savings up to $275 per year

(1,200 sq.ft. of living area.)

The Orchid Lake
development, presently on 10X constructed, will
add to the traffic on U.S. 19 and othar roadways
surrounding Thc Lakes.

The Lakes DRI-ADA ircludes an analysis »f trans-
portation impacts in the primary impect area for
the year 1984, the year The Lakes 1. scheduled
for build-out., The snalysi. assumes that U.8. 19
and its intersections with other roadways will
be upgraded by the end of 1984, U.S. 19 is
scheduled for upgrading to a six-lane highway
through the impact area.

Parks & Recreation

Findings
The Lakes ADA states that no recreation jacilities or
parks are to be constructed on the site, There sre no
water bodies on the site that sre conducive to fishing
or swimming.

ment which will be available for use by the residents
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of The Lakes. The developer also pavs the first

year membership dues to a homeowner's association.

The developer has dcnated tu Pasco County a 20~acre
site which is presently a landfill south of the
development for the development by Pasco County of
a proposed 50-uscre recreational arca. All
financing costs and maintenance for the proposed
recreational facility will be provided by the
County, as acknowleiged in a letter from Pasco
County Parks and Rezreation Administrator., The
overall facility will be constructed in four
phases. Facilities will include: lighted soccer/
foutball fields, lighted sofrball fields, lighted
tennis courts, racquetball courts, activity ceater,
aquatic center, shuffleboard courts, and a jogging
path. The County will provide several facilities
and programs that are expressly oriented towards
the elderly.

Health Care

Findings
No hcalth care or wedical facilities will be
provided on the site of The Lakes development. The
available health care facilities 1is a significant

factor when a development is projected to be 80%

populated by thé elderly, as i{s The Lakes.

Based on information received from various government
agencies, it is éstimated that 50% of The Lakes
population will at some time require social

services, such as trensportation, congregste dinimg,
and adult day care; and that The Lakes wili generate

a need for 81 additional nursing home beds by
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build-out in 1984, It should be noted that the
comunity resources cited in the ADA supplemental
infcrmation are now uxperiencing waiting lists
and strong service demand levels. Thersfors, although
such resources exist within the area, their avail-
ability to residents of The Lakes may be very
limited. The developer has indicated a wiiling-
ness to discuss weasures which could be provided
to reduce the impact of The Lakes on the existing
social service capabilities.

Pire Protection

Findings
There are no on-site fire protection services or
facilities (other than fire hydrsnts) in The Lakes
development. The Lakes development will be served
by Pasco County Pire Service Station 110, located
in the Bmbassy Hilln area. Automatic backup
support is available from the County's main Fire
Service Station, Station 100, located in ths Hudson
arca. In addition, u support unit of 34 volunteer
firc fighters is available to assist Station 110,
which is manned by two fire-figler personnel . and
twe Emergency Medicsl Services pct.bnn.l. working
a 24-hour shift,
The developer has acknowledged that a new fire
station will be required to serve The Lakes
development by build-out in 1984 and is willing
to discuss assisting Pasco County with the
acquisition and construction of a fire ltltl?ﬂ in
The Lakes development. It is recommunded that
Minieri Communities of Florida donate a site.

for a future fire station and a pro rata share of

Histortical and Archsevlogical Sites

Findings

The project site was initially cleared ior development
by tiie State Division of Archives, History and
Records Management after an archaeological site
survey had not revealed any significant evidence

of cultural remains. Thi. survey, however, only
exarined the land which inii'ally was to be developed.
After being alerted to this fac, the Florida Livision
of Archives, History and Records Management
recommended that the castern portion cof the tract

be subj2cted to a systematic site assessment survey
prior to initiating any project-related land
clearance or other ground disturbing activities.

The eastern portion ¢f the tract was subsequently
surveyed by a private firm (Cultural Resource
Management, Inc.) in May of this year and found to
contain one prehistoric site (8 Pa 57) - a small
hunting cemp represented by flint waste flakes.

The survey firm recommended that portions of the
identi“ied gite be stripped with power equipment

to search for further artifacts. It was recommended
that the project could be cleared for development,
with the exception of this site.

The applicant has stated that Minieri Communities

of Florida has no development plans for this portion

of land at the present time. However, if in the

future the firm decides to develop this portion,

the developer has agreed that "the appropriate

Findings
The develop~r of The Lakes proposed to build

1,621 residential units on 393.2 acres with
built-out scheduled for 1984, Ome thousand six
hundred twenty-one (1,621) single-family unics
will be constructed and will be in the $25,000 to
$69,999 price range vf which the majority will be
moderately priced and will help meet the ares's
need for moderately-priced housing particularly
for the elderly, as identified in the Puture of
the Region, Housing Upportunity Plen, and Regional
Housing Plan Guide. One hundred ninsty-six (196)
multi-family sttached rental unics will be in the
range of $230 to $349 per month., No lots will

be sold without constructed dwelling units.

All infrastructure improvements (streets, water,
sewer, fire hydrants, etc.) will be completed
prior to occupancy.

Approximately 12% of the units will be occupied
by families, the remainder will be senior citizens.
It should be noted that the primary target market
for The Lakes development is retired persons now
residing in the northeast United States, and all
dwelling units are intended to fulfill needs in
the retired category.

as 15% of the units sold will be used as second homes.

The total estimated construction costs for The Lakes
is projected to be $71,000,000 of which less than
one percent is expected to be spent cutside of the
region. The project i estimated to employ an
average of 114 construction workers annually and
meet an average construction payroll of $3.08 millien
for the five years. The development is expected to
generate 122 permanent jobs at build-out and will
exceed $800,000 in annual payroll (1979 dollars).
The Lakes development will contain a neighborhood
commercial site of approx.mately 16 acres. This
site will contain approximet .y 84,000 sq.ft. of
gross leasable area. At build-out, the anoual ad

The project site was initially cleared for development by the State Divi-
sion of Archives, History and Records Management after an archaeologi-
cal site survey had not revealed any significant evidence of cultural
remains. This survey, however, only examined the land which initially
was to be developed. After being alerted to this fact, the Florida Divi-
sion of Archives, History and Records Management recommended that
the eastern portion of the tract be subjected to a systematic site assess-
ment survey prior to initiating any project-related land clearance or
other ground disturbing activities. The eastern portion of the tract was
subsequently surveyed by a private firm (Cultural Resource Manage-
ment, Inc.) in May of this year and found to contain one prehistoric site

The Board of County Commissioners has received and
considered the recommendation of the Pasco County
Planning Commission and various other reports and
information, including but not limited to, the
recommendation of the Pasco County Planning and
Zoning staffs.

The real property involved in this proposed DRI is
owned by Minieri Communities of Florida, Metro
Communities, and Cérl Minieri, and a description

of said real property is attached hereto as

Exhibit "A" and made a part hereof by reference.

The nature, type, scope, intensity, density, costs,
and general impact of the proposed Development of
Regional Impact is that which is summarized on
composit Exhibit "B'" attached hereto and incorporated
by reference herein. (TBRPC impact synopsis)

The land use designation for the area subject to the

ADA is single-family/multi-family residential.
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commercial and agricultural.
Zoning on the property which is subject to the ADA

is A-C, R-1, R-3, R-4, MF-1 and C-2.

B. Specific Findings on Impact and Conditions Restricting

Development

1.

Water Quantity

Findings
Water supply for The Lakes Development will be provided
by the Holiday Lakes Water System, Inc. which will own
and maintain the private utility supply system.
Correspondence from the Holiday Lakes Water System,

Inc., which receives water from the Pasco . Water

‘Authority, Inc. indicates that it has adequate capacity

to serve The Lakes Development.

The 0.J. Harvey Well is the only production well field on
the site of The Lakes development. The well was
previously used as a source of water for irrigation for
the survounding citrus gro;es. The maximum production
capacity of the well is estimated at 725 gallons per
minute. There are no plans for using the 0.J. Harvey

Well as a source of water for The Lakes development.

Conditions
None.
Water Quality

Findings

Two land-locked lakes (Lake Lorraine, 9.8 acres, and
Lake "G", 1.9 acres) are presently found on the site of
The Lakes development. No sufface water bodies abut

the site. Lake Lorraine and Lake 'G'" are part of the
stormwater drainage/retention system which will serve
The Lakes development and are hydraulically linked to
Lake Christina in the adjacent Regency Park developments.
Lake Lorraine and Lake "G" were found to penetrate the
water table and are filled by ground water. Both lakes

appear to be rich in oxygen and have excellent water



quality. The site of The Lakes Development is not an
important recharge area; however, some local aquifer
recharge via the stormwater retention lakes can be
= '
__expected,. It was noted during the site inspection
and also by Pasco County that there is fugitive

dust coming from the clearing operations and is

entering the water bodies.

Conditions
None.
3. Land
Findings

The soils found within The Lakes development are
predominantly urban soils, with an association of
Narcoossee, Candler, and Adamsville fine sands.
These soils are characterized by slight to moderate
limitations for structures and a permeability rate of
six to twenty inches per hour. Drainage
characteristics range from poor to excessively
drainedf The limitations imposed by these soils will
be overcome by grading and filling the sight as well
as the construction of retention ponds and storm
sewers. Wind and water erosion will be minimized
during construction by such methods as grassing,
wetting, and soil binding. Once construction is
completed, the land surface will be covered by
dwellings, paved surfaces, lawns, environmental
vegetation, and stormwater retention basins.
Conditions

None.

4. Wetlands and Flood Plains

Findings
No wetland areas exist on the development site.
Several low-lying areas which did appear on the

topographic map were not water filled. As refer-
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6.

enced in the ADA, these depressions were, however,
taken into consideration in the location of storm-
water retention areas.

The Lakes development does not lie within the
100-year flood-prone area. The possibility of
flooding caused by topography, and the increased
surface runoff due to development, have been
adequately considered in the construction of
retention ponds and storm sewers which are

capable of handling the runoff which may occur

from a 25-year storm,

Conditions
None.
Air Quality

Findings

Automobile exhaust emissions and short-term
fugitive dust associated with construction will
be the only significant source of air pollution
from The Lakes. Less significant air pollution
will result from use of insecticides and fire-
places. No complex source permit will be
required pursuant to Chapter 17-2.04, Rules of
the Department of Environmental Regulation, as
referenced in the ADA. Since The Lakes
development, as proposed, should not significantly
degrade air quality, no measures will be taken

to reduce emissions.

Conditions
None.
Drainage
Findings

The primary drainage system for The Lakes
development consists of a series of lakes connected

by large storm sewers. The system is designed to

temporarily store excess storm waters at controlled
depths and limit out all discharge rates to values
that would not create problems downstream. Except
for the southern tip of The Lakes development, the
site was divided into four catchment basins. Storm
waters of each basin would be drained into
respective lakes; the lakes in turn are inter-
connected by storm sewers for discharge into an
existing 54" and 60" diameter storm sewer that
conveys the flood flows through Unit 10 at

kRegency Park into Lake Christina. Lake Christina
is an 80-acre primary lake facility designed to
receive "The Lakes' storm flows, as well as the
flows from the Embassy Hills - Regency Park
development. Lake Christina discharges into the

Jasmine Lakes Canal and hence to the Gulf of Mexico.

Pasco County requires that a two-year maintenance
bond be posted on all streets, storm sewers, storm
water inlets, etc. At the end of this two-year
period, fhe developer is required to make any
necessary repairs, and then the County places

said improvements on its maintenance list. This
is accomplished by action of the Board‘of County
Commissioners upon recommendation of the

County Engineer.

The maintenance of lakes varies depending on the
size and the individual circumstances. Small
lakes of up to approximately five acres are
generally included within the adjoining private
property (lots) within the County requiring a
drainage easement on each lot within the lake
area. All of the lakes within The Lakes
development will be included within the

adjoining lots with the exception of Lake Lorraine.
It encompasses approximately 10 acres, which makes

it impractical to include all of the area in the

adjoining lots. Therefore, the bordering 50' of Lake

Lorraine is included in the adjoining lots and the
center is dedicated to the County. It is
anticipated that this center porti;n of the lake
will not require maintenance since the depth is
sufficient to discourage aquatic plants of the
type normally found along the edges of the lake

where a high degree of maintenance is required.

Analysis of the ADA and supplemental information
including a comparison with lakes in the area
tpat have been constructed in the same manner and
have been in existence since 1972, permits the
conclusion that no adverse impact will result
from the present construction of The Lakes
development. However, it is recommended that the
developer attempt to incorporate swale drainage
to mitigate the impact loadings from suburban

development which will include heavy metals.

Conditions
None.
Wastewater
Findings

The Lakes is being served by the Holiday Lakes
Water System treatment plant. This plant is
presently operating under DER permit which
authorizes an average daily flow of 2.0 million
gallons per day. The present average flow is
0.95 million gallons per day. The Lakes
development has been permitted for approximately
1,322 equivalent residential conmnections.
Correspondence proviled by Pasco County indicates
that Holiday Lakes Water System is unable to
treat the total amount of effluent to be

generated by this development utilizing its

present percolation pond facilities and has
requested an exemption from DER regulations to
include an alternate discharge into FDER
Class III Waters, at a point adjacent to an
environmental center of the Pasco County School
System. However, a letter from DER dated
November 5, 1980, states that the route of
the proposed discharge pipe has been altered
and that a "letter of neutrality" has been
received from the District School Board of
" Pasco County. DER further states that the
D;partment is satisfied with the method and
quality of the wastewater treatment at the
Holiday Lakes Water System, Inc., including
the expanded percolation pond; and that
The Lakes subdivision has been approved and
permitted for approximately 1,322 connections.
However, it should be noted that the ADA
references the total residential units proposed
for this development to be 1,621. Therefore,
building permits should not be issued for the
approximately 300 units above those currently
permitted by DER, until assurances are
provided that additional wastewater treatment
capacity has received DER approval.

Conditions
Assurance shall be provided to Pasco County
that DER-approved wastewater treatment facilities
are on line to accommodate any additional
connections over the 1,322 currently approved
and permitted by the Department of Environmental
Regulation, Building permits to exceed 1,322
shall not be issued without these wastewater

assurancese.
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Solid Waste

Findings
The collection of solid waste generated by the
proposed Lakes development will be disposed at a
County-operated landfill facility located omn
Ridge Road. Pasco County has made application to
the Florida Department of Environmental Regulation
to acquire a permit for expanding the Ridge Road
Landfill to include a 10-acre site which lies

adjacent to the existing landfill. This expansion

» would increase the capacity of the landfill by

approximately 126,900 cubic yards sufficient to

accommodate The Lakes.

Conditions
None.
Energy
Findings

Energy needs for theproposed Lakes development
will be met by the Withlacoochee River Electric
Cooperative, Inc. The total average daily
demand projected for The Lakes is 59,520 kwh.
The ADA acknowledges the energy crisis and notes
that exteiior sidewall insulation, ceiling
insulation, common wall insulation between
conditioned space and garage, caulking and
sealing of all crevice type openings to the
conditioned spaces, and energy conserving
mechanical systems are included in Minieri
Communities Design Package. Additional
optional energy efficient ideas‘can be
incorporated into home designs. These
additional features will add approximately

5.5% to the initial cost of the dwelling

unit, but it is projected that the consumer

can realize a savings up to $275 per year

(1,200 sq.ft. of living area.)

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As of October 1, 1980, the Florida Energy
Efficiency Code was adopted as law by the Florida
Legislature. Any new building starts after that
date must adhere to this new energy code. The
location of commercial and recreational facilities
in close proximity will also permit additional
energy conservation. This is consistent with
the Countil's adopted energy review criteria.
Conditions

None.

Educational Facilities

Findings
The school age population (K through 12) generated
by The Lakes development is estimated to be 480.
The Lakes is within the attendance area of Calusa
Elementary School which is currently experiencing
over capacity enrollment. The District School
Board of Pasco County has indicated the construction
of The Lakes development will further aggravate
the existing problem of overcrowded schools in the
general service area surrounding the development.
Currently, this problem is mbst pronounced in the
elementary grade level schools. The School Board
has recommended that in order to accommodate the
students residing in the general area of The Lakes
development, that the following capital improvement
projects occur:

* acquisition of at least a 15-acre
elementary school site

° construction of a new elementary school
The ADA states that no school facilities or sites
will be dedicated on the site of The Lakes
development, nor has the developer been contacted

by Pasco County regarding the donation of a school

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site. The developer, however, is willing to discuss
any additional impact on the Pasco County School
System, generated by the development. TBRPC
recommends that Minieri Communities of Florida
dedicate a 15-acre elementary school site and
provide pro rata share of construction costs of
one school to the Pasco County School Board.
Conditions
Donation of $50 per dwelling unit for public
education facilities in lieu of school éite and
pro rata construction costs. This rate shall
femain until such time as the County establishes
such impact fees., These funds shall be donated
prior to record plat or issuance of a multi-
family building permit. Such impact fees shall
become effective at the time that this Development
Order is approved and shall effect all building

permits from that time forward.

Transportation

Findings
The Lakes is located in an area of Pasco County
experiencing rapid residential development. Three
other recent Minieri-built residéntial developments -
Embassy Hills, Regency Park and Orchid Lake - are
located within The Lakes primary transportation
impact area. Embassy Hills and Regency Park are
presently generating 12% of the traffic using
U.S. 19 in the primary impact area. These two
developments also generate 22% of the existing
traffic on Ridge Road, 187 of the existing
traffic on Plaza Drive north of Ridge Road, 16%
of the existing traffic on Congress Street, and
100% of the existing traffic on Embassy Boulevard

and Regency Park Boulevard.

-11-
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Presently, the roadways in The Lakes primary
transportation impact area are operating at a
satisfactory level of service (C or better), with
the exception of U.S. 19. It presently operates
at a level of service ranging between D and E
which is not satisfactory. The Orchid Lake
development, presently on 10% constructed, will
add to the traffic on U.S. 19 and other roadways
surrounding The Lakes.

The Lakes DRI-ADA includes an analysis of trans-
portation impacts in the primary impact area for
the year 1984, the year The Lakes is scheduled
for build-out. The analysis assumes that U.S. 19
and its intersections with other roadways will
be upgraded by the end of 1984. U.S. 19 is
scheduled for upgrading to a six-lane highway
through the impact area. The work is in the
Florida Department of Transportation's work
program to begin during the 1981-1983 period.
Even with the addition of two lanes to U.S. 19
and improvements to the intersections along it,
the level of service will be E in 1984.

The Lakes will add to the traffic on U.S. 19

and S.R. 52 and will substantially impact
Embassy Boulevard and Plaza Drive., Thirty
percent of the Embassy Boulevard traffic

and 167 of that on Plaza Drive will be

generated by The Lakes development. Plaza

Drive presently operates at level of service

C or better, but will operate at D and E in

1984 without improvements. The intersections

of Embassy Boulevard with Regency Park

Boulevard and with Plaza Drive will operate at
level of service E in 1984 as opposed to C

and A presently.

It should be noted that the existing highway net-
work in the west central Pasco County area will
soon be overburdened by the const?uction of this
and other developments in the surrounding area if
commitments are not established to provide for
upgraded facilities to accommodate the County's
growth rate. Pasco County has been working to
develop a transportation circulation element as
part of its overall comprehensive planning process.
To date, however, no interim transportation plan
has been provided for this area. In order to
-accommodate the rapidly developing area and to
ensure that level of service (C) exists within
the traffic impact area, an interim transportation
plan, as described in the conditions for approval
must be developed by the area Metropolitan
Planning Organization,

The ADA indicates that Project STAR in Pasco
County provides existing transit service. It
should be noted that this Older Americans Act
funded program is extremely over-burdened with
current service demands. Increasing operating
costs have had an adverse affect on the program's
ability to meet the needs of Pasco's elderly.
This program concentrates on supporting the
congregate dining and adult.day care programs
while providing minimal transportation service for
shopping and medical appointments. While it is
true that Project STAR will experience a
vehicular expansion during 1980-81, service
demands and rising operating-costs will diminsh
the effect of this expansion. Therefore, caution
should be taken in considering Project STAR as a
resource to resolve public transit needs of the

residents of The Lakes.

The ADA indicates that another transportation-
related service is '"Meals on Wheels." By
definition, this Older Americans Act funded
service utilizes volunteers to deliver meals
to homebound elderiy. Therefore, it is not a
transportation resource.
Conditions
I. An interim transportation improvement plan
shall be developed by Pasco County's newly-
formed Metropolitan Planning Organization
- .. (MPO), in cooperation with the Florida
Department of Transportation, TBRPC, and
the developers in the study area prior to
approval of Unit 7, Phase IV of the Lakes.’
The plan shall consider all approved develop-
ments in the area as well as large-scale
developments approved in south Pasco and
north Pinellas counties impacting the area's
transportation facilities. The primary
intent of the interim transportation improve-
ment plan for the west central Pasco area is
to maintain (or upgrade) a transportation level
of Uervice "C" during normal hours and level of
service "D" during peak hours. Commitments
and time scheduling for implementation of the
improvements shall also be determined by this
interim study. The plan should address the
following roadway improvements, at a minimum:
A. Widen U.S. 19 (S5.R. 55) to six lanes from
Ridge Road (C-587-A) to Schrader Memorial
Highway (S.R. 52). Intersection improve-
ments shall be required at Ridge Road,
Stone Road, Embassy Boulevard, Regency
Park Boulevard, Jasmine Boulevard and
S.R. 52,
B. Widen Ridge Road (C-587-A) from two lanes

to four lanes and from U.S. 19 (S.R. 55)
to Congress Street.

The developer has donated to Pasco County a 20-acre
site which is presently a landfill south of the
development for the development by Pasco County of
a proposed 50-acre recreational area. All
financing costs and maintenance for the proposed
recreational facility will be provided by the
County, as acknowledged in a letter from Pasco
County Parks and Recreation Administrator. The
oyerall facility will be constructed in four
phases. Facilities will include: 1lighted soccer/
football fields, lighted softball fields, lighted
tennis courts, racquetball courts, activity center,
aquatic center, shuffleboard courts, and a jogging
path. The County will provide several facilities
and programs that are expressly oriented towards

the elderly.

Health Care

Findings

No health care or medical facilities will be
provided on the site of The Lakes development. The
available health care facilities is a significant
factor when a development is projected to be 80%
populated by the elderly, as is The Lakes.

Based on information received from various government
agencies, it is estimated that 507% of The Lakes
population will at some time require social
services, such as transportation, congregate dining,
and adult day care; and that The Lakes will generate

a need for 81 additional nursing home beds by

build-out in 1984, It should be noted that the
community resources cited in the ADA supplemental
information are now experiencing waiting lists

and strong service demand levels. Therefore, although
such resources exist within the area, their avail-
ability to residents of The Lakes may be very

limited. The developer has indicated a willing-

ness to discuss measures which could be provided

to reduce the impact of The Lakes on the existing

social service capabilities.

Conditions
None.,
Fire Protection

Findings

There are no on-site fire protection services or
facilities (other than fire hydrants) in The Lakes
development. The Lakes development will be served
by Pasco County Fire Service Station 110, located
in the Embassy Hills area. Automatic backup
support is available from the County's main Fire
Service Station, Station 100, located in the Hudson
area. In addition, a support unit of 34 volunteer
fire fighters is available to assist Station iiO,
which is manned by two fire-figher personnel and
two Emergency Medical Services persénnel, working
a 24-hour shift.

The developer has acknowledged that a new fire
station will be required to serve The Lakes
development by build-out in 1984 and is willing

to discuss assisting Pasco County with the
acquisition and construction of a fire station in
The Lakes development. It is recommended that
Minieri Communities of Florida donate a site
for a future fire station and a pro rata share of

the construction cost.

Conditions
Donation of $25 per dwelling unit for public safety
facilities and equipment, in lieu of fire station
site and pro rata construction cost;. This rate
shall remain until such time as the County
establishes such impact fees.

Pblice Protection

Findings
No on-site, private security system is planned to
support The Lakes development, The developer does
not intend to dedicate a site for the construction
of police protection facilities. Primary police
protection services will be provided by the Pasco
County Sheriff's Department and the Florida Highway
Patrol. .Assurances have been obtained from the
County Sheriff's Department for continuing adequate
police protection services for The Lakes development.

Conditions

None.

Natural Vegetation and Wildlife

Findings

Approximately 70% of The Lakes development had been
cleared prior to the submittal of the ADA and is
without any dominant community of vegetation at

this time. Prior to clearing, the land was
predominantly nonproductive citrus groves. The
remaining 30% (118 acres) is still maintained as
citrus groves of which 30 acres is still productive.

The Lakes development intends to leave the remaining

citrus trees in the A-C zoned areas. Citrus trees

in areas sited for development will be removed.
No rare or endangered animals presently occupy
The Lakes site. .

Conditions

None.

Historical and Archaeological Sites

Findings
The project site was initially cleared for development
by the State Division of Archives, History and
Records Management after an archaeological site
éurvey had not revealed any significant evidence
of cultural remains. This survey, however, only
examined the land which initially was to be developed.
After being alerted to this fac, the Florida Division
of Archives, History and Records Management
recommended that the eastern portion of the tract
be subjected to a systematic site assessment survey
prior to initiating any project-related land
clearance or other ground disturbing activities.
The eastern portion of the tract was subsequently
surveyed by a private firm (Cultural Resource
Management, Inc.) in May of this year and found to
contain one prehistoric site (8 Pa 57) - a small
hunting camp represented by flint waste flakes.
The survey firm recommended that portions of the
identified site be stripped with power equipment
to search for further artifacts. It was recommended
that the project could be cleared for development,
with the exception of this site.
The applicant has stated that Minieri Communities
of Florida has no development plans for this portion
of land at the present time. However, if in the
future the firm decides to develop this portion,

the developer has agreed that "the appropriate
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action will be taken in conjunction with all
policies and procedures of the Florida Department
of State."

Conditions
Considerations, as outlined in the ADA
documents, shall be given to the one prehistoric
site prior to any land disturbing activities on

the site.

Housing

vFindings
The developer of The Lakes proposed to build
1,621 residential units on 393.2 acres with
built-out scheduled for 1984. One thousand six
hundred twenty-one (1,621) single-family units
will be constructed and will be in the $25,000 to
$69,999 price range of which the majority will be
moderately priced and will help meet the area's
need for moderately-priced housing particularly

for the elderly, as identified in the Future of

the Region, Housing Opportunity Plan, and Regional

Housing Plan Guide. One hundred ninety-six (196)

multi-family attached rental units will be in the
range of $230 to $349 per month. No lots will

be sold without constructed dwelling units.

All infrastructure improvements (streets, water,
sewer, fire hydrants, etc.) will be completed
prior to occupancy.

Approximately 127 of the units will be occupied
by families, the remainder will be senior citizens,
It should be noted that the primary target market
for The Lakes development is retired persons now
residing in the northeast United States, and all

dwelling units are intended to fulfill needs in

the retired category. It is estimated that as much

as 157% of the units sold will be used as second homes.

19. Economy
Findings
The total estimated construction costs for The Lakes
is projected to be $71,000,000 of which less than
one percent is expected to be spent outside of the
region. The project is estimated to employ an
average of 114 construction workers annually and
meet an average construction payroll of $3.08 million
for the five years.

BACKGROUND:

The subject property was previously approved for 120 patio cluster units (see Attachment No. 1). The
County has been requested to amend the land use designation of this portion of the PUD to replace the
patio homes with a church and related facilities, including a grades K-8 school with a maximum of 375
students. Attachment No. 2 shows a concept plan of the proposed use.

Since this property is in The Lakes DRI and this proposed use was not indicated in original DRI submit-
tals, a substantial deviation determination is also being undertaken (see Memorandum PL87-139).

Single family homes are located to the west (across Morehead Lane) and north (across Monarch Drive)
of this subject site, with The Lakes Civic Center directly to the south and the Greek Church to the
east (across Little Road).

ANALYSIS:

A church and church school are substantially different than 120 patio homes; consequently, an amend-
ment to the PUD is needed. The proposed use would appear less intense than the already approved
patio cluster homes and, thus, more compatible with the surrounding residential area. The Regency
Park/Embassy Hills/The Lakes area lacks sufficient quasi-public facilities such as churches and
schools; this proposal will help make this area a more complete neighborhood. The traffic generated
will be less than what would be expected from the patio homes. The site is located approximately 500
feet from Embassy Boulevard and 2,500 feet from Fox Hollow Drive (which traffie signals will be/are
installed on both streets at Little Road). Morehead Lane, to the west of this property, has 60 feet of
right-of-way, a limited number of homes facing on it, and connects Fox Hollow Drive with Embassy
Boulevard; consequently, the location will not only allow close pedestrian access to the neighborhood,
but also north/south and east/west vehicular access.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Planning Department, in coordination with the DRC, recommends the amended PUD plan be
approved with the following conditions:

1. The submitted plan is conceptual only. The developer shall submit a preliminary site plan
for review in accordance with the Pasco County Development Review Procedures
Ordinance.

2. The developer shall show a phasing plan on the preliminary site plan for the entire project
delineating the phases to be constructed.

| Findings
The Lakes is being served by the Holiday Lakes Water System treatment plant. This plant
is presently operating under DER permit which authorized an average daily flow of 2.0
million gallons per day. The present average flow is 0.95 million gallons per day. The
Lakes development has been permitted for approximately 1,322 equivalent residential con-
nections. Correspondence provided by Pasco County indicates that Holiday Lakes Water
System is unable to treat the total amount of effluent to be generated by this development
utilizing its present percolation pond facilities and has requested an exemption from DER
regulations to include an alternate discharge into FDER Class III Waters, at a point adja-
cent to an environmental center of the Pasco County School System. However, a letter
from DER dated November 5, 1980, states that the route of the proposed discharge pipe
has been altered and that a "letter of neutrality™ has been received from the District
School Board of Pasco County. DER further states that the Department is satisfied with
the method and quality of the wastewater treatment at the Holiday Lakes Water Systems,
Ine., including the expanded percolation pond; and that The Lakes subdivision has been
approved and permitted for approximately 1,322 connections. However, it should be noted
that the ADA references the total residential units proposed for this development to be
1,621. Therefore, building permits should not be issued for the approximately 300 units

above those currently permitted by DER, until assurances are provided that additional

wastewater treatment capacity has received DER approval. The 22 acres east of Plaza

Drive, where the church facility and four 1-acre lots are proposed to be located, are not
